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Limitations on accuracy

The statistical areas do not reflect the exact boundaries of the area contributed by
the Chathams. However the bulk of the value is not in the area between the
Chathams and MNZ but adjacent to or East of the islands.

Weights have been averaged across the [ast 3 years so there is a presumption of
steady state catches rather than increasing or decreasing trends.

Export values used are a combination of sampling and judgement. Eg Hoki is
exported in 6 states (with different conversion factors) to 15 plus countries. As an
example the price for the most commeon state (fillets) to the largest market
(Australia) is $5.94 (an annual average). This price is higher than other markets
which range down to $4.07. $5.50 was assecsed as a reasonable number.

Export price data uses compilations such as “fillets”, There are variations of skin
on, skin off, trimmed, untrimmed which all have different yields. Skin off
untrimmed has been assumed.

Kina (Code SUR) data seems anomalous with landings reported to be higher than
catch. This has not been investigated further. Port prices have been used for
values as no export value was available.

Port prices are 2004 f 05 fishing year data, the most recent that are available,
Export prices are January 2006-Dec 2006 data.

» The annual take of 30,000 tonnes represents 5.7% of the total take.
» The Chathams area represent approximately 9.7% of the total EEZ

» The export value of Chathams fish at $128m represents 12.8% of the capture fisheries

value, with the high proportion of high value paua and crayfish accounting for the
disproportionate value,

» Employment is a function of target spedies, fishing method, extent of processing, type
of species, distance traveled etc. Using a value of 10% for the proportion of the fishing

sector related to the Chathams, 1050 direct (FTE) jobs and 2600 direct and indirect jobs
depend on the Chathams area.
